TRS. OF DONATIONS TO THE PROTESTANT EPIS. CH. TR.

KNOW ALL MEN that I, Ernest M. Paddock, of Cambridge, Middlesex County, Massachusetts, Rector for the time being of St. James’ Church in said Cambridge, and Trustee under a certain written instrument hereinafter referred to, having been duly appointed by decree of the Probate Court for the said County of Middlesex, dated October 19, 1921, in the room of Edward Abbott, deceased, the Trustee named in said written instrument, by virtue of the power contained therein and of every other power me hereunto enabling, for consideration paid, 
grant to the Trustees of Donations to the Protestant Episcopal Church , a Massachusetts Corporation, a certain parcel of land situated on Beech Street in that part of said CAMBRIDGE know as North Cambridge and bounded and described as follows: 
Southeasterly by Beech Street forty-five (45) feet;

Northeasterly by land formerly of Woodbridge eighty-six and 70/100 (98.70) feet; 
Southeasterly again by said land of Woodbridge six and 41/100 (6.41) feet; 
Northeasterly again by other land formerly of Woodbridge ninety-five and 99/100 (95.99) feet;

Northwesterly by land of owner unknown forty-one and 35/100 (41.35) feet,

and Southwesterly by land formerly of Porter in part and in part by land of St. James’ Parish one hundred eighty-five and 23/100 (85.23) feet,

and containing 7965.54 square feet according to a plan recorded with Middlesex South District Deeds, Book 2113, Page 147,

and being the same premises conveyed to the said Abbott by Samuel F. Woodbridge by deed dated April 30, 1892, and recorded with said Deeds,  Book 2113, page 145, 

and having been acquired and held by the said Abbott and by me as his successor, in trust for said Trustee of Donations to the Protestant Episcopal Church for the present and future advantage and use of said St. James’ Church such as for the enlargement of the churchyard or the site of enlarged church buildings, or otherwise, in connection with the work of the Church, as set forth in the Declaration of Trust made by the said Abbott dated may 2, 1892, and recorded with his Deeds, Book 2113, page 147.
TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the same to the said Trustees of Donations to the Protestant Episcopal Church in fee simple, but in trust for the use and purposes following, namely;

1. That the said described and granted land shall forever be and remain a site [p. 32] for a church, Chapel or Parish House of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America, and that no building or structure other than the Church, Chapel, or Parish House, shall ever be erected, placed or allowed thereon,
2. That the Church or Chapel now erected or hereafter to be erected on the said land shall be used as a Church or Chapel of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America, subject in all respects to the laws, canons and discipline of the said Church and for the purpose of maintaining the worship of Almighty God, Father, Son and Holy Ghost, according to the liturgy, articles, offices and doctrines of the said Church, as set forth in its authorized Book of Common Prayer and for no other purpose whatsoever; provided however that nothing herein contained shall be held to prevent the use of such building or buildings or any part thereof, for the exercises and instruction of a church school and for Parish purposes not inconsistent with the character of a consecrated edifice and which shall not be prohibited by the ecclesiastical authority of the diocese  in which said premises are situated.
3. The said Trustees of Donations shall suffer and permit St. James Parish, Cambridge, to have the occupancy, use and management of the granted premises so long as said Parish shall pay taxes and assessments (if any) on said premises, shall keep the buildings thereon in good repair and insured against fire to the satisfaction of said Trustees of Donations by policy or policies payable to it in case of loss and shall be in union with the same Protestant Episcopal Church and with the Convention of the same in the diocese in which the said premises shall be situated.
4.  In the case that said Parish or any other Parish, Church or Religious Society which shall at any time hereafter be permitted to use or shall be in the occupancy of the said premises shall cease to exist or shall separate from the Protestant Episcopal Church in The United States of America or shall cease to be within the Convention of the said Church in the diocese in which the said premises shall be situated, or shall for the term of two years refuse or fail to maintain worship as herein mentioned, or shall fail to pay to pay all taxes and assessments on the said premises, or shall willfully suffer the buildings on the said land to remain uninsured for a term of three months or to go into decay, or to be used for any other purpose than as herein provided, then and in either if the said cases it shall be lawful got the said Trustees of Donations to enter upon and take possession of the granted[?] premises and either to sell the premises as hereinafter provided or to [p. 33] permit Parish, Church or Religious Society which shall be in union with the Convention of the said Church in such diocese and shall maintain public worship according to the liturgy, articles and offices of the said Church as aforesaid, to have the use, occupancy and enjoyment of the said premises so long as the conditions, stipulations and provisions aforesaid are performed to the satisfaction of the said Trustees of Donations.
5. If at any time the Parish, Church or Religious Society occupying the said granted premises shall erect or provide another Church edifice, Chapel or Parish House as conveniently situated and as well adapted and furnished for the use of the said Parish, Church or religious Society and shall convey the same to the said Trustees of Donations to hold upon the same trusts and with the same powers as herein declared and granted and the said Trustees of Donations shall approve of the change and substitution, then the said Trustees of Donations shall, at the request of said Parish, Church or Religious Society, convey the above described premises to such person or persons or to such body corporate in fee simple, free and discharged from the trusts hereby created, as the Parish, Church, or Religious Society to its own use.

6. The said Trustees of Donations in accepting this conveyance and assuming the trusts hereby created expressly disclaims all liability in regard to the payment of taxes, assessments, the insurance, repair, care or preservation of the Church edifice, and other buildings, and of the said land, and the Parish, Church, or Religious Society occupying the said granted premises shall be solely responsible therefor.
7. In further trust should the said Trustees of Donations hereafter at any time exercise the power which is hereby granted, of resigning the aforesaid trusts by a vote of two-thirds of the Board of Managers, sufficient evidence whereof shall be the recording in the Middlesex South District Registry of Deeds of a certified copy of the vote of resignation, to convey the said granted premises, subject to the trusts and with the powers of resignation and sale herein declared and granted, to such new trustee or trustees as may be appointed by the Parish, Church or religious Society occupying the said premises by a majority vote at a meeting thereof duly notified, with the approval of the Bishop of the Diocese in which the said granted premises shall be situated, and such conveyance shall relieve the said Trustees of Donations and any succeeding trustee or trustees, in case of resignation and conveyance by him, it or them, from all liability [34] of every name and nature by reason of the trusts assumed by it or them under this or any future deed.  
Full power and authority is hereby granted to the said Trustees of Donations and to any succeeding trustee or trustees, in the event that said granted premises shall hereafter cease to be occupied and used by such Parish, Church or Religious Society for the purposes hereinbefore designated, sufficient evidence whereof shall be a certificate to that effect signed and sworn to by the Treasurer of the said Trustees of Donations or any succeeding trustee and duly recorded in said registry of Deeds, to sell the same, free and discharged [of?] all trusts, at public or private sale, upon such terms as it, he or they shall deem wise, provided, however, that the assent of such Parish, Church or Religious Society, by a majority vote at a meeting duly called and the assent of the said Bishop to such sale, be first obtained and to the proceeds of such sale as an Endowment Fund for such Parish, Church or religious Society, or in the discretion of said Trustees of Donations or any succeeding trustee or trustees to pay the same to such Parish, Church or Religious Society.
IN WITNESS WHEREOF I, the said Ernest M. Paddock, trust as aforesaid, have hereunto set my hand and seal this Nineteenth day of July A. D. 1922.  Earnest M.
